Dear St. Mary’s Street Resident:

As part of the City’s Resurfacing program, St. Mary’s Street will be repaved this August from
Glenwood Avenue to Harvey Street. As part of this project, the City has been evaluating ways to
improve conditions for cycling along this street. The City originally considered an option to
remove all on-street parking in this section and create two symmetrical 13-foot travel lanes as a
means of improving safety for cyclists. A neighborhood meeting was held on June 23, 2010 to
discuss this idea and other options. As a result of the public input and feedback we received at
this meeting, we are no longer pursuing an alternative that would eliminate all on-street parking.

During this meeting, many residents voiced concerns about speeding along St. Mary’s Street.
This street is classified as a minor thoroughfare in the City’s 2030 Comprehensive Plan and does
not qualify for a traffic calming project under our Neighborhood Traffic Management Program.
One idea that was discussed in the meeting was to alternate on-street parking patterns between the
east side and the west side to create a “chicane” effect along the street. Forcing drivers to alter
their path of travel is a major traffic calming strategy. This approach would also help to
accommodate bicycles, as the wider parking lane can be coordinated with uphill portions of the
street to make it easier for cars and buses to pass cyclists as they are pedaling uphill.

As we are coordinating this effort with our pending resurfacing project, we are only considering
this option where the street is currently striped with a centerline between Fairview Road and
Wade Avenue. In this section, only one transition is recommended to switch existing on-street
parking from the west side of the street to the east side. This transition would occur at the crest of
the hill near 2201 St. Mary’s Street and would require parking to be restricted for approximately
140-feet on both sides of the street. A sketch of the proposed layout is enclosed. We will
evaluate similar changes south of Fairview Road at a later date, pending the outcome of this
proposal.

As the resurfacing project will occur soon, we would like your feedback on this proposal no later
then July 29, 2010. You may respond by phone, letter or email. If there is general support for
this option, we will forward it to the City Council for consideration at their August 3" meeting. If
you have any questions or would like to provide comments on this proposal, please feel free to
call me at (919) 516-2519 or email me at Jennifer.baldwin@raleighnc.gov.

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Streetscape Improvement Projects: Prioritization
Methodology

A qualitative scoring system for ranking proposed Streetscape Improvement Projects has been developed
by the Department of City Planning and the Transportation Services division of the Department of Public
Works. The system will be used to score and rank proposed streetscape projects based on an analysis of
project benefits and project feasibility. Scores will be based on the best information available at the time
of ranking, and should not be regarded as a definitive pronouncement on a project’s worth. Rather, the
scoring system can also help identify strengths and weaknesses of the proposed projects, and how any
weaknesses could be rectified through project modifications or further planning. In this way, it is as much
a tool for improving the benefits and feasibility of projects as for ranking and prioritizing them.

Project Benefits (18 points, 60 percent)

The Project Benefits category totals 16 points, or 53 percent of total points in the scoring system. A total
of eight project benefits are identified below, including a description and total scores. Benefits include
implementation of adopted plans; improvements to community appearance; and enhancements to public
safety and community value (investment).

2030 Comp Plan Action Item (2 points)

Projects that are not mentioned in the Comprehensive Plan get O points. Projects specifically identified as
an action item get 1 point. Projects also identified in an adopted Area Plan or other special purpose plan
receives 2 points.

Reinvestment Areas (2 points)

Projects that are located in a Target Area for Economic Development, as shown on Map ED-1 in the
Comprehensive Plan are awarded 1 point. Projects located in a neighborhood in need of stabilization or
revitalization (based on field observation) are also awarded 1 point. A maximum of 2 points may be
awarded if both conditions are met.

Infrastructure/Appearance Enhancement (2 points)

Projects are scored based on the opportunity rectify existing deficiencies with regards to infrastructure
adequacy and community appearance. Projects that upgrade deficient or deteriorated infrastructure get
one point, and those that have a significant positive appearance impact get an additional point.



Pedestrian Safety (3 points)

Projects get between 0 and 3 points based on analysis of pedestrian accidents within the project area.
Projects receive points based on a quartile score when compared with other project street segments, based
on the number of pedestrian accidents recorded in the project area.

Pedestrian Demand (2 points)

While pedestrian counts are not available for most project areas, projects are assigned points based on
observed levels of pedestrian activity; evidence of pedestrian activity (i.e. “goat trails” or “desire lines”);
and whether the built form is of a type that typically generates pedestrian activity.

Traffic Volume (2 points)

The purpose of this category is to prioritize projects located in highly-trafficked, hence highly visible
locations. Roadways with an Average Daily Traffic (ADT) counts of less than 10,000 vehicles/day get 0
points; 10,000 to less than 20,000 ADT, 1 point; and 20,000 and above ADT, 2 points.

Transit Support (2 points)

Projects receive 1 point for being located on an identified Multi-Modal Corridor in the Comprehensive
Plan, and an additional point if also located within a half-mile of a fixed-guideway transit station. Two
points are automatically awarded if within a quarter-mile of a fixed-guideway transit station.

Return on Investment (3 points)

This category requires an assessment of the extent to which the project has the potential to catalyze
private investment, based on the presence of development/redevelopment sites, commercial potential, and
market demand. Projects targeting corridors where little development is possible or anticipated will be
awarded low scores, while projects with significant development potential will receive high scores. The
score will be based in large part on a “soft site” inventory along the corridors. As a rough rule of thumb,
private investment needs to be 15 times the level of public investment to reach a rough break-even in
terms of tax increment versus capital debt service.

Project Feasibility (12 points, 40 percent)

Project feasibility measures the likelihood of the project obtaining funding and moving forward to
implementation. By definition, projects more advanced in the planning stages will score higher in many
of these categories, and so feasibility rankings can be expected to change over time as project plans are
developed. Projects with strong benefit scores but low feasibility scores should be targeted for more
detailed future planning. Fourteen points can be awarded across 6 categories.



Funding in CIP (2 points)
Projects with no prior CIP funding would be awarded 0 points. Those with funding less than estimated
project costs get 1 point, and those with sufficient funding are awarded 2 points.

Inclusion in Other CIP Project (1 point)

Project are given 1 point if they can piggy-back on another scheduled capital project, such as a utility line
replacement, a roadway resurfacing, or other public investment.

Level of Planning (3 points)

Projects that are simply an idea are awarded O points. Projects with a completed concept plan get 1 point,
and projects with schematic designs and reliable cost estimates get 2 points, and projects with design
development or construction documentation receive 3 points.

Reasonableness of Costs (3 points)

Projects are awarded points based on estimated costs per linear unit. To avoid penalizing urban projects
with more intensive streetscape interventions, the scoring should take into account whether the costs
involved in the project are higher or lower than what would be typical for similar projects.

Leverages Outside Funds (2 points)

Projects are awarded points to based on the likelihood that the project can leverage state, federal or
private dollars in addition to City capital dollars. One point is awarded if the contribution is anticipated to
be less than 25 percent of project costs, and two points are given if it is greater.

Partnerships (1 point)

Projects are given 1 point to the extent that partners, such as private developers, NCDOT, or other outside
agencies, are available and willing to partner in implementation.

Note: Service to the Hampton Roads area of Virginia is also part of the federally
designated SEHSR Corridor. A separate Tier | EIS is being completed by the
Commonwealth of Virginia for that portion of the SEHSR. The Tier | Draft EIS for the
Hampton Roads portion has identified the corridor parallel to US 460 as most
appropriate for high speed service. When the final Tier | EIS and ROD are complete for
the Hampton Roads portion, a detailed Tier Il environmental study will be prepared for
specific alignments and improvements necessary to implement that service.

RIGHT-OF-WAY PROCEDURES

The State of North Carolina and the Commonwealth of Virginia have established
programs for assisting those affected with relocation to replacement facilities. NCDOT
policies would be applied in North Carolina, and VDOT policies would be applied in
Virginia.

After decisions are made regarding the final design and project funding has been
secured, the proposed right-of-way limits will be staked in the ground. If you are an
affected property owner, a Right-of-Way Agent will contact you and arrange a meeting.
The agent will inform you of your rights as a property owner. If permanent right-of-way
is required, professionals who are familiar with real estate values will evaluate or

At the last meeting of the PRTF, a summary of Comprehensive Plan policies maps relevant to the Task Force’s
deliberation on the SEHSR alternatives was requested. The following memo provides that summary. It addresses the
following topics:

e The functional classification of the roads proposed to be closed for SEHSR.

e Any proposed thoroughfare connections in the project area.

e Designated Priority Retail Streets and Green Streets in the vicinity of the project area.
e Policies on street closures and street connectivity.

e  Policies regarding bridges in the downtown.

STREET CLASSIFICATION

Raleigh’s roadway system consists of arterial roadways, thoroughfares, collector streets, and local streets. Streets
classified as collector or higher are highlighted on Comprehensive Plan Map T-1: Arterial, Thoroughfare and Collector
Streets. The following table gives the classification for each roadway proposed for closure or grade separation in the
SEHSR Tier Il DEIS at the segment where the closure is proposed (many roadways change classification along their length).

PROPOSED THOROUGHFARE CONNECTIONS
Three new connections are proposed in the project area. West Street is shown extending south across the North

Carolina Railroad Corridor to connect with S. Saunders Street, and Whitaker Mill is shown as extending across the
old Norfolk-Southern railroad to connect with Capital Boulevard. This latter connection would be impacted by the
proposed grade separation over the railroad, but it is not known whether the impact would be negative or positive.

The third connection is a proposed link between Bickett Boulevard and Gavin Street, both collectors, parallel the
Glenwood Yard. This connection is complicated by the presence of Norfolk-Southern’s wye, which would have to be
bridged. Under the NC-3 alternative, which would remove the wye, this connection would become far more feasible.

PRIORITY RETAIL STREETS AND GREEN STREETS

The Downtown element of the Comprehensive Plan confers special designations on many downtown streets intended
to shape both private development along these streets as well as the public approach to the right of way. Two such
designations are Priority Pedestrian Streets, the name of which is self-explanatory; and Green Streets, which are
intended to serve as greenway connectors and showplaces for green technology such as innovative stormwater
management and LED lighting. West, Harrington, Hargett and Jones are Pedestrian Priority Streets in the
Comprehensive Plan, and Jones Street is also a Green Street. The relevant policies for these streets are as follows:

Policy DT 2.7—Ped-Bike Benefits on Green Streets

For all public/private sector design and traffic engineering/operations decisions made for the Green Streets
shown on Map DT-4, pedestrians, bicyclists, and environmental benefits should be given equal priority to
vehicular traffic flow and other street functions, including but not limited to parking and loading functions.

Policy DT 2.8—Priority Pedestrian Streets
For all public/private sector design and traffic engineering / operations decisions made for Priority Pedestrian
Streets shown on Map DT-4, the needs, safety, and comfort of pedestrians should be given priority. (1, 4, 6)

Policy DT 2.9—Downtown Green Streets
Preserve and expand the City’s greenway system along Green Streets in downtown, using it to help connect
housing, employment, commercial, and recreational areas.

The Comprehensive Plan also designates primary and secondary Retail Streets in the downtown area. Policies for
these streets address both ground floor development as well as the preferred traffic patterns on these streets. West,
Harrington, Hargett and Jones are all secondary retail streets. The relevant policies are as follows:

Policy DT 3.2—Ground Floor Uses on Secondary Retail Streets

New development should dedicate at least 50 percent of its linear frontage along the public right-of-way of
Secondary Retail Streets as identified on Map DT-6 for ground-floor space designed and constructed for the
uses encouraged on primary streets or service retail and professional services including but not limited to:
fitness centers, dry cleaners, shoe repair, and medical offices

Policy DT 3.6—Two-Way Traffic on Retail Streets
Prioritize retail streets for two-way traffic and curb parking on both sides of the street.



POLICIES ON STREET CLOSURES AND STREET CONNECTIVITY

The Comprehensive Plan has extensive guidance on connectivity and road closures, including citywide guidance in the
Transportation element, and downtown-specific guidance in the Downtown element. Starting first with the citywide
policies, the following policy statements address connectivity in the street grid and the standards for evaluating street
closures. In general, any street closures within the core of the downtown street grid will not be consistent with these

policies.

Policy T 2.3—Eliminating Gaps
Eliminate “gaps” in the roadway system and provide a higher roadway grid density that will increase mobility
options and promote the accessibility of nearby land uses.

Policy T 2.6—Preserving the Grid
Existing street grid networks should be preserved and extended where feasible and appropriate to increase
overall connectivity.

Policy T 2.7—Conditions for Roadway Closure
No street, alley, or other public right-of-way shall be abandoned without the highest level of scrutiny and
concurrence among affected City departments and utility companies. Right-of-way abandonment shall be
subject to the following findings:
e The closure will not compromise the integrity of the City's street network, nor lead to a significant
loss of vehicular or pedestrian connectivity;
e The closure will not impair the ability to provide utility service;
e The closure will not adversely impact the health, safety and welfare of the community, including
access by emergency vehicles;
e The proposed closure is not in conflict with adopted Raleigh Historic Districts Commission policy
regarding alley closures in local historic and National Register districts; and
e Reasonable alternatives have been investigated and found to be impractical or more detrimental to
the public welfare than the proposed closure.

The downtown element has a similar policy regarding the preservation of the street grid:

Policy DT 2.2—Protect the Downtown Street Grid

Preserve, protect, and extend the downtown grid pattern of small blocks and interconnected streets.
Maintain existing rights-of-way to the greatest extent possible. Explore the creation of new roadway
connections within and adjacent to downtown, including opportunities to extend the grid north of Peace
Street and along Capital Boulevard.

POLICIES REGARDING BRIDGES IN THE DOWNTOWN

The downtown element is generally discouraging of new bridge structures within the element boundaries. Policy DT
2.6 discourages pedestrian bridges across the public right of way, but may not apply to bridges over railroads, which
are private rights of way.

Policy DT 2.4—Access from Grade-Separated Crossings
Due to its often adverse effects on adjacent land uses, avoid new rail or roadway flyovers and bridges within
downtown if the opportunity exists to locate new facilities on existing grade separated crossings.

Policy DT 2.6—Pedestrian Bridges and Tunnels
Strongly discourage pedestrian overhead bridges or underground tunnel connections across the public right-
of-way.

BASIC INFORMATION FOR HIGHWAY SAFETY GRANTS

Welcome to the Grants Section of the Governor’'s Highway Safety Program (GHSP)
web site. Following is some basic information about our highway safety grants program:

General Guidelines

All funding from the GHSP must be for highway safety purposes only. We cannot
fund anything else.

All funding must be NECESSARY and REASONABLE.

All funding is performance-based. Substantial progress in reducing crashes, injuries
and fatalities is required as a condition of continued funding.

All funding is passed through from the Federal government and is subject to both
federal and state regulations.

Funding cycles run from October 1% to September 30" (the Federal fiscal year).

All funding is considered to be “seed money” to get programs started. The grantee is
expected to provide a portion of the project costs and is expected to continue the
program after GHSP funding ends.

Projects are only approved for one full or partial federal fiscal year at a time.
However, projects may be funded for up to three consecutive years.

Funding cannot be use to replace or supplant existing expenditures, nor can they be
used to carry out the general operating expenses of the grantee.

All funding is on a reimbursement basis. The grantee must pay for all expenses up
front and then submit a reimbursement request to receive the funds.

The Funding Process

The funding process starts with a proposal statement. Forms with instructions on
how to complete the forms are listed on this web page.

For funding requests that include personnel costs, use Form GHSP-01.

For funding requests for other highway safety equipment only, use Form GHSP-05.
All proposal statement forms are due to the GHSP by March 31 for the next
funding cycle that begins October 1°.

All proposal statements are reviewed and evaluated for their impact on local and
statewide highway safety problems.

If a proposal is considered for funding, you will be requested to submit an application
contract.

Special Provisions for Law Enforcement Agencies

Law Enforcement Agencies must agree to:

. A minimum of one safety belt checkpoint per month and one impaired
driving checkpoint per quarter; and
. Participation in all "Click It or Ticket" and "Booze It & Lose It" campaigns.

TC-3-10 PEDESTRIAN ACCESS

(Revised as recommended by the Planning Commission)

Amends the Pedestrian Access section of the Zoning Code
regarding safe pedestrian access throughout individual sites as
follows:

e Clarifies the list of uses requiring safe pedestrian access to exempt
the following uses:

- Single family dwelling

- Multifamily dwelling with six (6) or fewer units

- Agricultural uses

- Recreational use — governmental

- Cemetery

- Telecommunication tower

- Billboard

- Utility substation

- Other uses not containing a principle building on the premise with the
exception of a parking facility

e Addresses phasing on sidewalk construction for existing
developments with multiple principle buildings.

e Expands the requirement for safe pedestrian access to address direct
and convenient circulation between all main entrances of buildings or
uses on a site and available access points such as parking, streets
and/or transit stops.

e Requires internal sidewalks to be constructed to a 5-foot minimum
width and to be physically separated from vehicular surface areas,
except where necessary to perpendicularly cross a drive aisle.

e Requires that the pedestrian access be an ADA-compliant walkway.

e Eliminates the 400-foot maximum distance threshold for requiring
safe pedestrian access between the public street and the main
entrance of the building.

MAXIMUM 400-FOOT PROXIMITY STANDARD AND PROVIDING MINIMUM
STANDARDS FOR PEDESTRIAN CONNECTIONS TO BRING CITY CODE
INTO COMPLIANCE WITH CURRENT STATE BUILDING CODE
REQUIREMENTS FOR ADA ACCESS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF RALEIGH,
NORTH CAROLINA that:

Section 1. Amend Section 10-2082.5(d), Street Protective Yard Width
Requirements, first sentence, to include the following words to be inserted
between the phrases “in accordance with §10-7001(f)” and “which are
exempted”:

“and sidewalk connections fulfilling the minimum requirements of §10-2091".

Section 2. Amend City of Raleigh Code Section 10-2091, Pedestrian
Access, by deleting this section in its entirety and substituting in lieu thereof the
following:

“Sec. 10-2091.
PEDESTRIAN ACCESS.

Site plans shall provide safe, direct and convenient pedestrian access connecting
main entrance(s) of building(s), establishments or uses on a site that allow for
public access, with all other such entrances and with available access points
including parking, streets, sidewalks and/or transit stops with the exception of the
following uses which shall be exempt from the requirements of this Code Section.

- Single family detached dwelling unit

- Multifamily dwelling with six (6) or fewer dwelling units

- Agricultural use — all uses listed on Schedule of Permitted Land Uses in
Zoning Districts, 810-2071

- Recreational use — governmental

- Cemetery

- Telecommunication tower

- Billboard (off-premise sign)

- Utility substation

- Other uses not containing a principal building on the premise (with the
exception of a parking facility).



Site plans for expansions and new construction of existing developments
containing multiple principal buildings shall submit a phasing plan along with the
site plan. The phasing plan shall include all necessary elements to address
phasing of walkway construction for the existing principal buildings and uses on
the site as new buildings and building expansion occurs in the future.

The pedestrian access shall consist of an accessible, easily-discernible, and
ADA-compliant walkway or multi-use path with a minimum width of five (5) feet;
the pedestrian access surface located on private property shall be constructed on
concrete, asphalt or other fixed, firm and nonslip material as approved by the
Public Works Director, or his designee. Pedestrian access routes between
buildings and public rights-of-way shall be physically separated from vehicular
surface areas, except where required to cross a drive aisle; such crossings shall
be perpendicular wherever practicable.

Cross Reference: ADA sidewalk requirements, see ANSI 8403.3; ADA
allowable surface materials, see ANSI §402.1.".

Section 3. All laws and clauses of laws in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of said conflict.

Section 4. If this ordinance or application thereof to any person or
circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other provisions or
applications of the ordinance which can be given separate effect and to the end
the provisions of this ordinance are declared to be severable.

Section 5. This ordinance has been adopted following a duly advertised
joint public hearing of the Raleigh City Council and the City Planning Commission
following a recommendation of the Planning Commission.

Section 6. This ordinance has been provided to the North Carolina Capital
Commission as required by law.

Section 7. This ordinance shall be enforced by law as provided in
N.C.G.S. 160A-175 or as provided in the Raleigh City Code. All criminal
sanctions shall be the maximum allowed by law notwithstanding the fifty dollar
limit in G.S. 14-4(a) or similar limitations.

Section 8. This ordinance shall become effective five (5) days following its
adoption.

Senate Bill 897/ S.L. 2010-31 (Appropriations Act of 2010)

SUSTAINABLE COMMUNITIES TASK FORCE
SECTION 13.5.(a) Article 7 of Chapter 143B of the General Statutes is amended by adding a new Part to
read:
"Part 31. North Carolina Sustainable Communities Task Force.
"8 143B-344.34. North Carolina Sustainable Communities Task Force — findings.

@ The General Assembly finds that the rapid growth of the urban and suburban areas of North Carolina and the
economic challenges facing many of the State's urban cores, rural areas, and smaller communities create a significant need
for the strategic use of resources to plan and accommodate healthy and equitable development without compromising
natural systems and the needs of future generations of North Carolinians.

(b) The General Assembly finds that the following principles describe sustainable development for North
Carolina's communities:

1) Better transportation choices. — Offering safe, reliable, and economical motorized and nonmotorized
transportation options to decrease household transportation costs, reduce dependence on foreign oil,
improve air quality, reduce greenhouse gas emissions, and promote public health.

(2) Equitable, affordable housing. — Encouraging the provision to North Carolina citizens of all ages,
incomes, races, and ethnicities expanded location-, water-, and energy-efficient housing choices that
increase mobility, decrease the impact on existing water and energy infrastructure, and lower the
combined cost of housing and transportation.

(3) Enhanced economic competitiveness. — Expanding business access to markets and improving North

Carolina's _economic competitiveness through reliable and timely access to employment centers,
educational opportunities, services, and other basic needs by workers.
4) Support of existing communities. —

. enhance the efficiency and cost-effectiveness of public works investments, and protect
rural landscapes.

(5) Coordination and leverage of State policies and investment. — Aligning State and local government
policies and funding to remove barriers to collaboration, leverage funding, and increase the
accountability and effectiveness of government in planning for future growth.

(6) Recognize and support communities and neighborhoods. — Preserving and enhancing the unique
characteristics of rural, urban, and suburban communities by investing in healthy, safe, and walkable
neighborhoods.

"8 143B-344.35. North Carolina Sustainable Communities Task Force — creation; purpose; duties.

There is created within the Department of Environment and Natural Resources the North Carolina Sustainable
Communities Task Force to lead and support the State's sustainable communities initiatives. The duties of the Task Force
shall be as follows:

1) To apply for and receive, on behalf of the State, funding from federal, public, or private initiatives,
grant programs, or donors that will foster sustainable development in North Carolina.

(2 To promote regional partnerships and to assist local governments and regional or interlocal
organizations in North Carolina in seeking and managing funding from federal, public, or private
initiatives, grant programs, or donors related to the planning, development, or redevelopment of the

State's communities in a sustainable manner.
To identify federal funding opportunities related to sustainable development.

(5) To recommend policies for the support, promotion, and encouragement of sustainable communities to
the Secretaries of the Departments of Administration, Commerce, Environment and Natural
Resources, Health and Human Services, and Transportation, the General Assembly, and the Governor.

(6) To recommend annually to the Governor appropriations for sustainable development programs.

(€] To develop a common local government sustainable practices scoring system incorporating the
principles set forth in G.S. 143B-344.34(b).

(8) To pursue opportunities to combine the efforts of State agencies related to development and

infrastructure; to study how existing regional and interlocal organizations could improve their




organization and reduce unnecessary overlap and duplication of services; and to better integrate State
efforts and investments with regional and local efforts. The Task Force shall include in its
recommendations under subdivisions (5) and (6) of this section any recommendations for legislation
necessary to implement any potential improvements identified under this subdivision.

"8 143B-344.36. North Carolina Sustainable Communities Task Force — membership; term; compensation; sunset.

(a) Membership and Advice. — The Task Force shall consist of 13 members who reflect the diversity of the State.
The Secretaries of Commerce, Environment and Natural Resources, and Transportation and the Director of the North
Carolina Housing Finance Agency shall each designate a representative to the Task Force from their agencies. The
Secretary of Administration shall designate a representative from that Department who is familiar with the management
and development of State-owned lands and buildings. The Secretary of Health and Human Services shall designate a
representative from the Division of Public Health of the Department of Health and Human Services who is familiar with
the impact of the built environment on human health. The Governor shall appoint one member who is a representative of a
nonprofit organization involved in the planning, advocacy, or creation of sustainable development. The President Pro
Tempore of the Senate shall appoint three members: one member who is a representative of a county government, one
member who is a representative of the building industry, and one member who is a representative of a council of
government or other regional collaborative organization. The Speaker of the House of Representatives shall appoint three
members: one member who is a representative of a city government, one member who is a representative of the banking
industry, and one member with professional training in planning who is a member of the North Carolina Chapter of the
American Planning Association.

The Secretaries of Administration, Commerce, Environment and Natural Resources, Health and Human Services, and
Transportation, or their designees, shall advise the Task Force on sustainable development activities within the
responsibility of their respective departments and shall cooperate with the Task Force in jointly seeking funds from
federal, public, or private initiatives, grant programs, or donors.

(b) Terms, Vacancies. — The members of the Task Force appointed by the Governor, the President Pro Tempore of
the Senate, and the Speaker of the House of Representatives shall have a term of office of four years and shall serve until
their successors are appointed and qualified. An appointment to fill a vacancy shall be for the unexpired balance of the
term. The remaining members of the Task Force shall serve at the pleasure of the appointing authority.

©) Compensation. — The public members of the Task Force shall receive per diem and necessary travel and
subsistence expenses payable to members of State boards and agencies as set forth by G.S. 138-5 and G.S. 138-6,
respectively.

(d) Sunset. — This Part_expires June 30, 2016.

"8 143B-344.37. North Carolina Sustainable Communities Grant Fund.

(@ Establishment. — The North Carolina Sustainable Communities Grant Fund is established in the Department of
Environment and Natural Resources, and the North Carolina Sustainable Communities Task Force within that Department
shall be responsible for administering the Fund.

Purposes. —

. to increase the capacity to improve land use and zoning and to provide up to fifty percent (50%)
of any required local matching funds for recipients of Federal Sustainable Communities Planning Grants and any other

federal grants related to sustainable development and requiring local matching funds. In order to receive funds under this
section, regions must meet all of the following requirements:

@ The regional body, city, or county is a part of a regional sustainable development partnership that
includes any of the metro regions as defined in G.S. 143B-344.38(b). Partnerships may also include
any Metropolitan Planning Organizations, Regional Planning Organizations, regional transit agencies,
and representation from involved State agencies.

(2) The partnership has submitted a work plan to the Task Force describing the activities to be funded and
the public comment process by which activities are selected and prioritized.

3) All members of the partnership have adopted a jointly developed memorandum of agreement
describing how coordinated planning activities will be undertaken.
