Project Details

e Location: The proposed project will affect 3 separate roadways;

0 Maywood Avenue / Lake Wheeler Road — from S. Saunders Street to Lake
Wheeler Road and along the east side of Lake Wheeler Road to the existing
greenway.

0O Wade Avenue — along north side from Baez Street to Oberlin Road, eastbound
off / on ramp from Wade Avenue at Oberlin Road Intersection, along south side
in the Annapolis Drive area, & along south side from Daniels Street to Bryan
Street.

0 Wake Forest Rd. — along east side from just north of Georgetown Rd. to existing
bridge over Crabtree Creek.

e Need/Benefit: The project objective is to improve pedestrian mobility and safety
along these corridors, and enable neighborhood connections to businesses and area
greenways. Construction of sidewalks, high-visibility crosswalks, and pedestrian
signals will enhance patron safety and improve the ability of all users to connect to
and from neighborhoods in this corridor.

e Description of Corridor: There is currently no sidewalk in the area locations
mentioned above. However, there is evidence of high pedestrian traffic in these
areas. Improvements will be made to pedestrian curb ramps, crosswalks, and
pedestrian signals on the above mentioned corridors.

e Traffic Maintenance: Local traffic operations on existing Maywood Avenue / Lake
Wheeler Road, Wade Avenue, and Wake Forest Road will be maintained during
construction. There will be periods when one-lane will be closed and traffic will be
controlled by flaggers, however this will be during non-peak travel times. It is also
noted there will be a detour for the westbound on-ramp of Wade Avenue for a period
of time as well.
